when the Tudor dynasty took the thronel'he Renaissance is thought to have begun in 1453 and
lasted until the 17th century.

The following are a variety of different buildings from these periods.
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This is a ducking stool. In the 16th and 17th
centuries, the ducking stool was a device
used in England to punish women accused of
witchcraft, as well as other crimes, and to
humiliate people in general. The victim was
then lowered into the water using a seesaw -
like mechanism and raised out again. The
idea was that if the accused floated, they
were innocent, but if they sank, they were

guilty.

The ducking stool was also used to punish
other unruly people, such as those who spoke
out of turn, and to humiliate people by

placing the stool outside their homes. The
ducking stool may have been more common
in the second half of the 16th century due to
changing gender relations, or it may simply be
because records of its use have survived
better. It appears to have been in use as late
as the mid-18th century.
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
